Temperatures are 
expected to drop below 
freezing that night.

An image of the missing 
person and their headed 
direction is found on a 
nearby security camera.

The missing person is 
located and safety 
returned to their family 
without additional impact 
of the oncoming elements 
to their health and 
wellbeing. 

1 2 3A resident who works 
night shift at the local 
hospital has to stop for 
gas at 1:00 a.m.

Of the three gas stations 
located on a four way 
intersection, only one is 
registered as a Protected 
Place.

The resident chooses the 
Protected Place due to 
the sense of safety with 
enhanced response times 
from the local police 
agency.
